Religious Education in the Classroom   -   Year 6 
Our first religious education unit for this term was óServant Leadershipô. In this unit, we 
explored many scripture passages from the bible showing leadership. Some of the read-
ings included - Moses leading the people, the gift of love, and who is the greatest? Each 
of these readings related to the qualities required to be a good leader.  
óThe Story of the Catholic Church in Australiaô is our new unit commenced this week. 
In this unit, we explore our Australian Catholic heritage. We research some of the signif-
icant characters and events that have shaped the identity and growth of the Catholic 
community in Australia.  
 

Last Wednesday, we visited Mary MacKillop Museum and St Maryôs Cathedral. This 
excursion, especially the museum, allowed us to see the determination and contributions 
of Mary MacKillop, our first Australian saint.  
Throughout this unit we study several bible readings ï One Body with many Members 
(1Corinthians 12:12-31), The Commissioning of the Disciples (Matthew 28:16-20) and 
Where Two or Three Are Gathered (Matthew 18:18-20)
