Dear Parents,

This year we are again preparing for the Sacraments of Reconciliation and Eucharist through the Parish
based family-centred method.

Fr Wim is very keen for Year 3 to receive both sacraments this year. Children in Year 3 and above who
have been baptised are eligible to receive the Sacraments of Reconciliation and First Eucharist. You are
invited to present your child for these two Sacraments through the Parish Program.

Dates for the Sacrament of Reconciliation — September 14 and 15
Dates for the Sacrament of First Eucharist — November 21 and 22

We will begin with the Sacrament of Reconciliation program followed by the Sacrament of Eucharist
program. Attached you will find two Enrolment Forms. Please fill in the attached enrolment forms. The
Reconciliation enrolment form is to be presented by your child at one of the Masses on the weekend of
August 15/16, 2015. Candidates and their parents may attend any Mass over that weekend at Our Lady of
Lourdes or St. Michael’s, Baulkham Hills. During the Mass the children will be asked to come forward.
They will hand in their completed enrolment form to the Priest and in turn will receive a blessing as they
begin their preparation for the reception of the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

The enrolment Mass for the Sacrament of First Eucharist will be the weekend of October 17/18.

The preparation for the Sacrament of Reconciliation will involve three weekly meetings led by a parent
facilitator. The programme will run for a period of 3 weeks leading to your child’s 1! Reconciliation.

The Sacrament of Eucharist is a very significant step in your child's journey of faith with God. Under the
"Parish-based/family centred" method of preparation for the Sacrament, the child's parents are responsible
for "teaching" the content of the Sacramental program to their child. As with Reconciliation the small
groups will continue with the preparation for Eucharist program. This will run over a period of 4 weeks
with four small group sessions.

The Sacrament of First Eucharist will be administered during three Masses over one weekend November
21 at 6pm, November 22 at 9:30am and 2pm.

Please see the Registration Form and tick your preference. However, be aware that you may not be
allocated your first preference. Full details regarding dress, seating and small group organisation will be
given at the Parent Information Evenings. The costs involved in the preparation for Reconciliation will be
$20. Please enclose with the registration form. The fee for First Eucharist will also be $20; however, this
is not required until the First Eucharist enrolment Mass.

Please note that NO registrations will be accepted after the Enrolment Masses
